Perhaps, for variety, try a 400-mile frip with
fregquent use of second and third gear to
negaotiate the many potholes. |t dogs won-
ders for your gear-changing ability but is not
s0 good for your patienca and lemper, nor
the end-state of your vehicle! Many times a
necessary Irp Is posiponed, somelimes
indefinitely, as the energy and will to go on
these roads yet again is just not there, to say
nothing of running the gauntlet of road ban-
ditry!

As a mission group senving in Zambia,
we have 15 centers of rural activity — nine for
medical/school wark, the rest for Bible
leaching activities ~ as well as working in the
two main industrial and commerce centars
of the Copperbelt and Lusaka. Transpon of
persannel, children to and from scheol, sup-
plies and equipment is a major problem and
results in some missionaries spending the
equivalent of over one full month of each
year inside a vehicle on the roads of
Zambia. Time is money, 5o the saying goes,
and in terms of people commitied 1o doing
work of eternal value traveling time saved
can mean mora effactive input into evangeal-
ism and Bible leaching. Hence it has been
the concern of some for a number of years
1o try and reduce travel times and increase
travel safety.

Then in 1592
Bruce Poidevin, a Canadian missionary
based at Kalene Mission, expressed a per-
sonal concem and vision o see the concept
put inte action. Having spant 13 years work-
ing in the norhwest provinge, he and his
wile wera aculely aware of the transpor
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problams of serving rural mission communi-
lies. Substantially because of their exercise
aof faith, what was initially known as “Kaleng
CMML Flight Service” came into being with
the purchase of a secondnand Cessna 207
turbo single-engined aircraft. The purpose is
1o provide high-guality flight and related sup-
port services for the Christian brethran
{CMML) missionary work in Zambia.

As we write (1994), we are in our sec-
ond year of operation. The first 12 months
saw 350 hours of llying recorded against
what we houghl would have been an opli-
mistic maximum of 250 hours. Al current
rates of usage, it looks likely that this second
12 months we will clock up over 500 hours.
Some flights have even been lumed down
due to the plane being serviced or the pilot
being unable o fit them inlo his schadule. All
in all, we praise God that the Flight Service
has already been able to greatly assist the
Lord's servants in their travels throughout
Zambia.

GROUND SUPFPORT!

The snowball effect is nol a common
sight in central African landzcapes, but in
work scenarios here it is! Likewise, merely
having an aircraft doas nol constitule a
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Flight Service. Subsequently, out of necss-
sity and quickly we have had to develop a
number of suppori faciliies. The first was
that of a suitable airstrip at Kalene itself,
which is virtually completed and in action.
Secondly, a mainienance and care fagility
for the aircraft there., Then thera was the
question of what 1o do with passengers wait-
ing in Lusaka for flights either way ... a place
to stay overnight ... and a vehicle to get from
the airport to the house and into the city to
do businass!

We are looking to the Lord to be able to
construct a hangar, tool roam, and fuel stor-
age facility at Kalene, although a temporary
store and fuel room is in place. We have
bean abla to rent a house in Lusaka only 10
minules’ drive away from the International
Ajrport, This not only assists the Flight
Service but is a guest house facility avail-
able 1o all our missionaries to use in Lusaka,
something we have been much in need of
for years. We have a vehicle permanenily

parked in the airpont courtyard for our pilot
and passengers to use as well as an office
in the main terminal building 1o act a5 a wait-
ing room. It hasn't been easy o see 50 much
done so quickly and we are grateful to all
who have assisted and seek your prayers
for continued provision to complete these
plans.

AND WHAT EX/
CRAFT BEEN
HOURS FLOWN S0 FAR?

The bulk of tha hours flown have been
in the transter of missionaries and visitars
fram Lusaka International Airport to their
respective dastinations throughout Zambia.
Schooling of missionarias’ children is a
major concern on the mission field and the
single biggest reason for missionaries
returning to home countries. Many of our
flights have baen to transport children to and
from Sakeji and Chengelo schools within
Zambia and meeting the external flights for
Rift Valley Academy in Kenya, This means
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
